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Food Bank of Northern Nevada

High School Food Pantry Agreement
The undersigned principal of _________________________________ (name of the school), a school interested in assisting its students who are in need of food assistance, hereby agrees to the following:

REGARDING THE PARTNERSHIP WITH THE FOOD BANK OF NORTHERN NEVADA, INC. (FBNN), THE HIGH SCHOOL FOOD PANTRY (HSFP) AGREES TO:

1. Supply the Food Bank of Northern Nevada with verification of liability insurance. 

2. Use donated product only for distribution to members of the school community (students & staff) who seek emergency food assistance. (The HSFP should not be operated as a free student store, i.e., providing snacks to students who happen to be hungry at school. Students hungry during school must be reminded to utilize the school’s breakfast and lunch programs.) 

3. Follow FBNN procedures for ordering and receiving foods for the HSFP in this school. 

4. Safely/securely store and handle HSFP products.
5. Not sell, transfer, barter or offer for sale the items supplied to your HSFP by the Food Bank of Northern Nevada, Inc., in exchange for money, property or services, or otherwise allow the items to reenter commercial channels.

6. Allow Food Bank staff to conduct, at a minimum, an annual monitoring visit to ensure proper food storage and handling in the HSFP area. 

7. Keep records which accurately reflect the total amount of product received and distributed (using forms provided by FBNN)

8. Submit monthly summary reports of clients served and amounts of food distributed during the prior month to FBNN no later than the 10th of the following month. 

9. Encourage student clubs, classes, and groups, and staff departments/groups to conduct internal food collections/drives in order to replenish the HSFP shelves. (This effort provides students with opportunities to develop leadership skills, community awareness, community service, and volunteering, and builds ownership of the effort to provide food assistance to members of the school community who are in need.)
REGARDING ENDING HUNGER, THE HIGH SCHOOL FOOD PANTRY AGREES TO:
1. Distribute HSFP products to students and staff who request food assistance. The school may choose to establish an internal referral system (e.g., student must get a referral from a counselor or administrator to use the HSFP).
2. Make available to clients FBNN-supplied information about other food assistance programs, including but not limited to, Free and Reduced-price School Meals, The Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program / SNAP (formerly Food Stamps), other emergency food pantries, Kids Cafe free dinners, Commodity Supplemental Food Program, WIC (Women, Infants and Children Supplemental Special Nutrition Program),  and similar programs. 

3. Refer students and staff using the HSFP regularly to other food assistance programs, while continuing to provide foods to them as needed.
4. Work with the Food Bank of Northern Nevada to educate and spread awareness about ways to end hunger in your community.
REGARDING RECEIPT OF PRODUCT, THE HIGH SCHOOL FOOD PANTRY AGREES TO:

1. Inspect all product received from the Food Bank of Northern Nevada, and from local/internal food drives, to determine its fitness for human consumption (food items) or use (non-food items) before distribution, 

2. Accept all products received by the Food Bank of Northern Nevada, “as is”.

3. Store, handle and distribute all items received from the Food Bank of Northern Nevada, in a proper, safe and sanitary way, according to the Food Bank of Northern Nevada and Feeding America.

4. Dispose of products unfit for distribution in a manner that meets Feeding America requirements & guidelines (guidelines provided by FBNN).
REGARDING A WAIVER OF LIABILITY FOR DAMAGE OR INJURY, THE HIGH SCHOOL FOOD PANTRY AGREES TO:

1. Release, indemnify and hold harmless the Food Bank of Northern Nevada from and against any and all claims, demands, injuries, liabilities, damages, losses, judgments, costs of attorney's fees, and other expenses or charges, however the same may be caused, including but not limited to claims of the HSFP school, its employees, agents, servants and all other persons, arising from or caused by the negligence of Food Bank of Northern Nevada, its employees, agents or volunteers. 

2. At its sole expense, to defend the Food Bank of Northern Nevada in any litigation involving any such liabilities or claims above referred to. In the event the HSFP fails to do so, the Food Bank of Northern Nevada may defend the same, and may thereafter collect from the HSFP all costs and expenses incident to the defense thereof or to the settlement of any such claims or liabilities or the payment of any judgments, costs, attorney's fees, and expenses incident thereto.

REGARDING WAIVER OF LIABILITY RELATING TO DONATED PRODUCT, THE HIGH SCHOOL FOOD PANTRY AGREES THAT:

1. Food Bank of Northern Nevada and the original donor expressly disclaim any and all implied warranties or merchantability and fitness of any product (food or non-food) for a particular use.

2. In consideration of this agreement and in consideration of receiving donated food or product from or through the Food Bank of Northern Nevada, the HSFP  releases both the principal donor and the Food Bank of Northern Nevada from any and all liability resulting from the condition of the donated product and further agrees to indemnify and hold Food Bank of Northern Nevada, and the original donor free and harmless against any and all liabilities, damages, losses, claims, causes of action and suits of law or in equity.

The term of this agreement shall be for one (1) year from the date on the agreement.  This agreement and its terms and obligations shall be automatically renewed each year until termination by mutual consent of the parties or as otherwise provided in this agreement.

The Food Bank of Northern Nevada, or the high school, reserves the right to terminate this agreement at any time for any violation of said agreement.
